1.1. 	Climate Change Adaptation: Martin O’Brien and John Brown – 2 x documents on SharePoint site.
3.1 Report takes on board any comments from last meeting and responds to issues raised.  

3.2 MOB introduced the report, which set out an assessment of the impact of a range of extreme weather incidents on public services.  
3.3 Two documents written by MOB, both on SharePoint site, documents titled:
The impact of extreme weather events on public services in Lewisham – report to SDP May 2010:   Sets out broad themes, spanning affects on service delivery, the borough’s planning framework, business continuity and emergency planning. 
London Borough of Lewisham Climate change Adaptation Report:  A profile of actual events in Lewisham which impacted on the Borough and services of the Council and how to link contingency planning with Council Strategies and working with Partners.  

3.4 JB outlined the connections to wider emergency planning and resilience activity across the borough – this includes the Resilience Forum which JB attends where look at risks to the community.  Currently formulating a Community Risk Register which is to be agreed at the next Borough Resilience meeting in June.  Working with Partners including Police, Fire, Ambulance etc.  Looking at flood as main risk and a number of Lewisham Officers assist Borough and wider on business emergency planning.  Other remit is Business Continuity on how to respond to emergencies.
3.5 JB – Other area Council leading in is identifying vulnerable citizens, lead officer is Mark Howe.  Working with Partners on how to identify and deal with vulnerable people in an emergency.  Paper to be completed by Primary Care Trust (PCT).
3.6 MOB happy to take on board any comments or experiences and incorporate and Partners encouraged to take on board recommendations.  
3.6.1  SW pointed out that Lewisham have 11 green flag parks, MOB to amend.
3.6.2  Discussion on identifying vulnerable people and JB confirmed criteria used as set out by Cabinet Office, copy of which JB to send to LL with drafted note so can be circulated to social landlords.  As requested by JR, JB will include paper on extreme weather over a period of time that has been linked to deaths.
3.7 CM – Long term adaptation:  Part of Sustainable Strategy, i.e. when work in properties with high risk of flooding adapt property to cope better i.e. put electrical points etc higher up.  MOB said the Council’s Climate Change Adaptive Framework published in includes all things to do with climate change, even which plants survive better in different extreme conditions.  This can be found on web site and link will be circulated when minutes sent out.
SW noted the ongoing need for all public sector bodies to reflect the issues raised by the potential consequences of climate change, including the increased frequency of extreme weather events.  She confirmed the Board’s agreement to the recommendations in the report.

	Infrastructure Development Plan: Steve Gough and John Miller: Report to SDP 21.5.10
4.1 JM: Working on Borough Plan where set out what anticipate and planned over next 15 years.  Give view of change with new housing and growth that will take place, i.e. 1000 new homes per year so looking at accommodating 15,000 new homes.

4.2 JM: Lewisham, Catford and Deptford Town Centres:  deal with deprivation, particularly in the Deptford area.  Core Strategy responses from 46 different respondents totalling 391 responses, so moving forward.  Intention is to look forward to where growth and infrastructure will take place across borough  i.e. transport, schools, homes etc. to see what needed to deal with.  Some areas doubled in growth and work with Partners to see what changes will be needed.
4.3 SG:  The Infrastructure Development Plan links to the Asset Management Board and deals with a whole number of things from building strategies to green spaces. The Board will report to Sustainable Development Partnership on a 6 monthly basis and will have input from Partners such as Health and Education.  The first meeting to discuss IDP will be held on 21st June.   SG has looked at work used on Total Place and talked to other Public Sectors, all of who have had to rationalise properties.  SG has met with Partners separately but not collectively.
4.4 SG: Terms of Reference: On page 2 of the report

4.5 SG: Strain on primary places, especially in Deptford area, needs to be addressed as does growth in demands for General Practitioners.
4.6 JM: Community Infrastructure Levy (CIL):  Developers will contribute in developing the area by a tariff based system, whereby they pay a tariff for each developed property.  Legislation states that if not using this system by 2014, then authorities will not be able to charge.  JM looking at coming back to October Partnership Board meeting with more information.
JM to send a briefing note to Cllr Wise on how this works with/replaces Section 106.
